History of Avon Tyrrell

[ In 1881, Lord Manners made a bet that he
< could buy, train and ride the winner of the
1882 Grand National. He only had a few
months to find his horse. He bought a
horse called Seaman from his Irish owner,
Mr Lindt, who was not convinced that
Seaman would stand the training, but he
still took the £1,900 he was offered
anyway!
Nobody thought that Lord Manners had
the experience to win at Aintree and the
bitterly cold and snowing conditions on
the day were one of the worst days for the
race in history.
The terrible conditions soon caused many
of the runners to drop back and Manners found himself neck and neck with the favourite at the final
fence. Suddenly Seaman broke down and Manners had to nurse his lame horse past the winning post,
just a short head in front of the favourite.
Manners, modest as ever, put all the praise onto his horse, but he had shown all his critics what an
excellent horseman he was. Seaman never raced again but was ridden by the Manners family until he
died having lived in comfort for many years. He is buried in the grounds between two thorn trees with
a stone at his head and one at his tail.
Although he was wealthy, Lord Manners owned no property. He married Constance Fane in 1885 and
her eldest sister, Evelyn, let Manners build Avon Tyrrell on her land with his winnings. She later left it
to the Manners family on her death. It was designed by the Arts and Crafts architect W.R. Lethaby and
was completed in 1891. It is now a Grade | listed building.
The house was requisitioned by the army during the Second World War as an intelligence gathering
post and hospital; the family never moved back in. In 1949 Lord Manners donated Avon Tyrrell to the
“Youth of the Nation”. It was officially opened by Princess Elizabeth (now Queen Elizabeth I1).

HOW TO FIND US
Coming from London, the North or East...

From the southbound M3 motorway, join the M27 and follow signs for the West and Bournemouth (the M27
eventually becomes the A31 dual carriageway). After approximately 15 miles, watch carefully and exit off the A3 1 left
for BURLEY (signposted Burley and Services). Follow the signs into BURLEY (about 2.5 miles). In the centre of the
wllage you will find a triangular junction with a war memorial in the centre - tum right (signposted BRANSGORE and
Avon Tyrrell). Watch out for cattle, ponies, donkeys, deer, squirrels, badgers and cyclist on the roads. After 1.8 miles
you will rise up a hilland come to a crossroads at THORNEY HILL. Turn right {Signposted for AVON TYRRELL). Go over
the cattle grid; continue for 400m until you reach a fork in the road and a white cottage on the right - {large sign for
AVON TYRRELL straight in front of you). Take the right fork which isour private drive. Please obey the speed limit,
15mph, and watch out for the speed ramps if you wantto avoid expensive suspension repairs. Avon Tyrrell House is at
the end of the drive. See you soon!

Coming from the West of England
Head for RINGWOOD via A31 or A338, continue east past Ringwood up the main A31 dual carriageway for about 1
mile As you get to the top of a hill there is the tuming off left signposted to Burley and services. Continue to Burley &

Avan Tyrrell as directions above.
